Annexure: Standard Conditions of Tender
F.1 General
F.1.1 Actions

The employer and each tenderer submitting a tender offer shall comply with these conditions of tender. In their dealings
with each other, they shall discharge their duties and obligations as set out in F.2 and F.3, timeously and with integrity,
and behave equitably, honestly and transparently.

F.1.2 Tender Documents
The documents issued by the employer for the purpose of a tender offer are listed in the tender data.
F.1.3 Interpretation

F.1.3.1 The tender data and additional requirements contained in the tender schedules that are included in the returnable
documents are deemed to be part of these conditions of tender.

F.1.3.2 These conditions of tender, the tender data and tender schedules which are only required for tender evaluation
purposes, shall not form part of any contract arising from the invitation to tender.

F.1.3.3 For the purposes of these conditions for the calling for expressions of interest, the following definitions apply:

a) comparative offer means the tenderer’s financial offer after the factors of non-firm prices, all unconditional
discounts and any other tendered parameters that will affect the value of the financial offer have been taken into
consideration

b) corrupt practice means the offering, giving, receiving or soliciting of anything of value to influence the action of
the employer or his staff or agents in the tender process; and

c) fraudulent practice means the misrepresentation of the facts in order to influence the tender process or the
award of a contract arising from a tender offer to the detriment of the employer, including collusive practices
intended to establish prices at artificial levels

F.1.4 Communication and employer’s agent

F.2.5 Reference documents

Obtain, as necessary for submitting a tender offer, copies of the latest versions of standards, specifications, conditions
of contract and other publications, which are not attached but which are incorporated into the tender documents by
reference.

F.2.6 Acknowledge addenda

Acknowledge receipt of addenda to the tender documents, which the employer may issue, and if necessary apply for an
extension to the closing time stated in the tender data, in order to take the addenda into account.

F.2.7 Clarification meeting

Attend, where required, a clarification meeting at which tenderers may familiarize themselves with aspects of the
proposed work, services or supply and raise questions. Details of the meeting(s) are stated in the tender data.

F.2.8 Seek clarification

Request clarification of the tender documents, if necessary, by notifying the employer at least five working days before
the closing time stated in the tender data.

F.2.9 Insurance

Be aware that the extent of insurance to be provided by the employer (if any) might not be for the full cover required in
terms of the conditions of contract identified in the contract data. The tenderer is advised to seek qualified advice
regarding insurance.

F.2.10 Pricing the tender offer

F.2.10.1 Include in the rates, prices, and the tendered total of the prices (if any) all duties, taxes (except Value Added
Tax (VAT), and other levies payable by the successful tenderer, such duties, taxes and levies being those applicable 14
days before the closing time stated in the tender data.

F2.10.2 Show VAT payable by the employer separately as an addition to the tendered total of the prices.

F.2.10.3 Provide rates and prices that are fixed for the duration of the contract and not subject to adjustment except as
provided for in the conditions of contract identified in the contract data.

F.2.10.4 State the rates and prices in Rand unless instructed otherwise in the tender data. The conditions of contract
identified in the contract data may provide for part payment in other currencies.

F.2.11 Alterations to documents

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F.2.12 Alternative tender offers

F.2.13.2 Return all returnable documents to the employer after completing them in their entirety, either electronically (if
they were issued in electronic format) or by writing in black ink.

F.2.13.3 Submit the parts of the tender offer communicated on paper as an original plus the number of copies stated in
the tender data, with an English translation of any documentation in a language other than English, and the parts
communicated electronically in the same format as they were issued by the employer.

F.2.13.4 Sign the original and all copies of the tender offer where required in terms of the tender data. The employer
will hold all authorized signatories liable on behalf of the tenderer. Signatories for tenderers proposing to contract as
joint ventures shall state which of the signatories is the lead partner whom the employer shall hold liable for the purpose
of the tender offer.

F.3.7 Grounds for rejection and disqualification

F.3.8 Test for responsiveness
F.3.8.1 Determine, on opening and before detailed evaluation, whether each tender offer properly received:

POINTS AWARDED FOR SPECIFIC GOALS
